MEN’S SHED PRODUCES BEE HIVES Marist Laity in Mexico

One of the many consequences of the recent
bush fires and other ecological problems hitting
Australia, is the destruction of thousands of
beehives. The Men’s Shed, which several times a
week hosts a group of handymen on the grounds
of Villa Maria in Sydney, has decided to
contribute to the rehabilitation of the bee
colonies. The men started to produce hives for
Queen Bee activity and the repopulation of bees.
They hope other organizations will follow their

example of caring for our common home.
In Mexico the 6th Lay Marist Encounter took

place in the facilities of the Colegio Franco Ingés in
Mexico City. 85 members of the Mexican Marist
Laity participated. The gathering was organised
by the Council of Lay Marists, which groups
representatives from all works of the province. It
focused on the four steps of our origins: Le Puy
(the «call), Fourviere (the pledge), Cerdon
(interiority) and Le Bugey (mission).
